WILLIAM LLOYD GARRISON - GENIUS OF UNIVERSAL

EMANCIPATION (1831-1865)

Abstract. The article aims to examine the works of William Lloyd Garrison and
his desire to reflect on the abolitionist movement creating public projection, which
main goal is to won the emancipation of the black population in the US. A short
analysis of the most important articles, essays and organizations created by Garrison
for the period 1831-1865 is presented. The extremely abundant breadth of his work
allows it to be seen through different perspectives from both - his contemporaries
and by modern historiography. The lack of dialogue on this topic during the last
decades makes this problem interesting for studying and analyzing.
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
