ECOEDUCATIONAL INTERACTIVE GAMES

Abstract. This article presents a pedagogical practice titled EcoEducational
Interactive Games, implemented within the elective classes of the extended
vocational training module Green Technologies in Design at the ,,Elissaveta Vazova“
Vocational High School of Design in Sofia, Bulgaria. The initiative involves 9th-
grade students from the Graphic Design and Advertising Graphics programs. The
practice integrates game-based learning, project-based instruction, experiential
learning (learning by doing), and principles of ecological and sustainable design.
It initiates the development of future ecodesigners with a focus on advertising,
ecomarketing, and ecobranding.

The article showcases eight ecoeducational games — seven tabletop and
one digital - created and tested by the students. The practice is fully applicable
to schools and specialized design programs, and the games are suitable for
learners from grades 5 through 12. These educational products are the result of an
interdisciplinary and innovative approach that combines scientific knowledge in
ecology and green technologies with practical skills in graphic design, advertising
graphics, prototyping, modeling, and ecoentrepreneurship.
